1. _______________________:  the Levitical Priesthood and Law could 
 not accomplish this.   
     Definition:  completeness for the purpose for which it was  intended.   
     What is our intended, God created purpose?  __________________ 
 to God, be in relationship with Him.   
 
     The limits of the Law and sacrificial system:  Hebrews 7:19,  
 Hebrews 10:4,11; 9:9  
 
     Only Jesus makes a relationship possible!   
 
2.  ________________________:  life 
 Meaning:  ______________ could not hold him, based on 
  _________________  John 10:17-18 
 Levitical Priesthood based on ancestry and externals 
  
 Jesus priesthood also based on who He is vv26-28 
 
 His sacrifice as enough…one and done 
  He is the Better Hope!   (vs 27)   
 
3.  ________________________  Based on God’s oath 
 The only iron clad one in the world 
 This is another reason we can have a strong faith 



 
 
4.  ________________________ priesthood 
 
 It will never change, never become obsolete or out dated 
 Will never be a replacement.  Way it will always be!   
 
These great truths lead us to the conclusion in verse 25…
